Just under 150 neighborhood residents

and 18 non-resident visitors attended
the NRP Reallocation Discussion
Meeting and participated in the
“dotocracy” to prioritize proposals on
Tuesday, December 10, 2002, at St.
Frances Cabrini Church. Sponsors of
the 22 proposal s presented a brief de-
scription of how the money would be
spent for those projects. Projects

The Prospect Park East River Im-
provement Association (PPERRIA)
held its Membership/Board of Direc-
tors meeting on Monday, November
25, 2002, at 7:00 p.m. After President
Steve Banks welcomed and greeted
new members and visitors, the agenda
was approved with minor modifica
tions. The minutes of the October 28,
2002, PPERRIA Membership/BOD
meeting were approved as written.

CCP/SAFE officers Craig Stoddard
and Kristen Hoppe provided informa-
tion about how to access crime reports
from the Internet and urged Prospect
Park to designate representatives to
participate in second ward trainings/
workshops offered by CCP/SAFE.
Such participation would enable the
officersto get to know members of
our community better and increase
communication about specific ongo-
ing crime and safety concerns. Steve
Banks noted that about 12-15 people
had indicated an interest in safety and
security on their PPERRIA member-
ship forms, and perhaps a new Safety
& Security Committee could be revi-
talized from that group. Currently,
thereisno block club coordinator for
PPERRIA.

Southeast Environmental Coordina
tor Justin Eibenholzl provided the
group areport on activities connected
with the Clean Energy Now Coadlition.
That group, which ranges from Min-
neapolisto Stillwater in its representa
tion, is concerned about power plant
emissions from Xcel Energy’s existing
plants. Renovation of plantsis sched-
uled to slowly continue, and the coali-
tion is requesting (by petition) up-
grades on the Stillwater plant by 2007,
conversion of St. Paul’ s plant by 2008,
and conversion of Minneapolis River-
side coa plant to natural gas by 2009.
The petition requests action by the
Public Utilities Commission in over-

seeing these conversions.

Florence Littman introduced new
business owners Jim Schmitt and his
partner Mark Addox of Art + Archi-
tecture. Thisfirm, owned by Jim han-
dles architectural salvage and they
plan to move into the bottom floor by
late summer or early fall 2003. Mark
will oversee and manage the addition
of a coffee shop within the building.
Other firms on upper floors at 3338
University Ave. SE will remain as
tenants. Currently, the partners are
removing the front facade of alumi-
num siding and providing landscaping
on the side.

City transportation official John
Wertjes sought information about and
addressed aternative options for the
nei ghborhood parking problem. Mem-
bers complained about student/staff/
faculty parking during the day, dual-
side parking which constricts our nar-
row, winding streets, and initiatives
such as encouragement by the Univer-
sity of Minnesotato have peopleride
the bus, which means more cars on
Prospect Park streets with University
personnd taking the bus from here.
Marcy-Holmes resident Paula Kam-
rath noted that her husband and others
in the Marcy-Holmes area had solved
their chronic parking problem after
completing a study with the city over
one year. The eastern haf of Marcy-
Holmes neighborhood has converted
to 1-side street parking 9-5 on Mon-
day-Friday, without a permit system,
and has had great success since that
time. John noted that one size doesn’t
fit all with regard to solutions. He
noted severa options for the neighbor-
hood to discuss:

e Add critical parking areasin the
nei ghborhood (designated by city
ordinance) to restrict parking in
some way, such as with parking

permits, signage, visitor passes are
available, costs for a parking fee
for residents $10 per year per car.

e Restrict parking with signs by
time of day (most common is 2
hour parking restriction)

e Moveto one-sided parking (asin
Marcy-Holmes) during specific
times of the day.

To implement any of theseinitia-
tives, a neighborhood group should
promote the initiative and determine
the area(s) to be affected. Next, (for
designation of critical parking areas)
residents in the area should obtain
75% approval by property owners for
parking restrictions (or approva by
neighborhood group if options #2 or
#3 are decided to be best). Wertjes
noted that restrictions don't “ protect
the neighborhood from itself” with
regard to keeping out unwanted cars.
Visitor permits under critical parking
option #1 would be $10/3 years and
for service vehicles are $5.

Minnesota Representative Phyllis
Kahn addressed the group with up-
dates on what may be coming when
the new legislature and governor con-
venein January. She especialy noted
that the decrease in local government
aid (LGA) for citieshasbecome a
problem for ALL municipalities
throughout Minnesota, but especially
Minneapolis and St. Paul. Rumors
about the outcome of various projects
proposed during the last session in-
clude positive news for the Guthrie,
but negative implications for transit,
the tobacco endowment, and even the
Planetarium. Phyllis noted that there
will be more attention paid to out-
comes and accountability. Even
though Governor-elect Tim Pawlenty
has said “no more taxes,” thereis
some question as to whether the legis-

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lature might increase cigarette and/or
gas taxes to pay for roads and socia
services.

Steve Banks noted, with regard to
the Joint University of Minnesota/
Vikings stadium issue, that the Vi-
kings have abruptly pulled out of talks
and declined to complete a memoran-
dum of understanding with the U. At
thistime, thereis no need for addi-
tional neighborhood comment on the
issue.

In Announcements,

e Steve congratulated Ann Munt for
receiving the Legacy Award for
excellence from the city.

e Healso asked for cleanup coordi-
nators to volunteer for the 2003
effort. A motion to movethe
cleanup back to spring was
made, seconded, and passed.
There was concern voiced about
continuing the effort to haul away
hazardous wastes, since that issue
created tension with the county
and city at the last cleanup.

e Bill Kahn noted the need for peo-
plein this neighborhood who have
combined sewer overflows on
their property to disconnect them
during times of heavy rain and
flooding in order to prevent runoff
of sewage into theriver. He also
noted the Joint Southeast Environ-
mental committee meeting on
Tuesday, November 26, 2002, at
7:00 p.m. at Van Cleve Park;
Prospect Park Environmental

An inde-
pendent firm is tabulating results,
which will be announced at an
LRT meeting scheduled for Mon-
day, December 2, 2002, at the
Prospect Park United Methodist
Church, 7-9 p.m. After results are
announced, the group will break
into small discussion groups and
John needs facilitators for those
small groups.

Julie Wallace updated the group
on the progress toward restoration
of her grandfather’s cottage,
moved in 2000 from University
Avenue to 4" Street, next to the
new Bedford Townhomes. Julieis
selling her current home on Mel-
bourne and will livein the reno-
vated cottage.

Florence Littman reported concern
within the zoning committee and
with other communities about
swift changes being made to the
city Zoning Code.

On
January 12, 2003, there will be a
meeting of neighborhoodsto dis-
cuss what we can do and Florence
will keep PPERRIA informed.
