Crime Near Student Housing

A review of the crime reports in the PPERRIA
neighborhood shows that the majority of the
crime centers around the student housing, and
mostly relates to thefts from and of automobiles.
PPERRIA’s Safety Committee is attempting to
respond to this fact by getting together the
University Police, the University Community
Relations Department, the Minneapolis Police,
the student housing owners and managers, the
University student organizations, and the
Prospect Park, Como and Marcy Holmes
neighborhood organizations at a meeting on
March 30 to address the problem. This is a first
step in attempting to deal with the increase of
crime in our neighborhood. Future efforts will be
aimed at the increase of crime in the single and
multiple housing areas of the neighborhood.

What is the Status of Central

Corridor Light Rail?

A discussion on the status of the
proposal for light rail in the central
corridor between Minneapolis and
St. Paul will take place at the
March PPERRIA meeting. It has
been several years since
PPERRIA last discussed the
proposed light rail line which is
currently planned to connect the
two cities via University Avenue.
Since that time the Hiawatha line
has been running for nearly a year
with ridership running substantially
above predicted levels.

PPERRIA Membership and Board of Directors Meeting

President Joe Ring called the meeting to order at 7:15 p.m, after a social and treats session.
A motion to approve the agenda was made by Florence Littman Passed without noes.
Tom Kilton moved to approve the minutes of the November and January meetings. Passed without noes.

Joe Ring announced that the nominating committee for next year’s board consisted of Dick Poppele, Julie
Wallace and Bill Seeley. Anyone interested in serving should contact a member of the nominating
committee.

5. Daryl Le Baron updated the group on the efforts of the University of Minnesota to acquire Station 19.
Paul Zerby moved that Joe Ring be authorized to take any actions on behalf of PPERRIA that may be
necessary to preserve the historic building.

6. Joel Ahlstrom updated the group on his intention to bring a new grocery store to the neighborhood. He
will be going into commercial space that will replace the Colonial Building on University Avenue and
Emerald in St. Paul. Delay in construction is because Wellington is seeking tax increment financing
from St. Paul.

7. Joe Ring presented a report on crime in the Prospect Park area. His presentation and that of Valerie
Wurster, Shift Commander of the 2™ precinct of the Minneapolis Police Department and Crime
Prevention Specialist Carol Oosterhuis, indicated that the majority of the crimes centered around the
student housing projects, Peter La Sha moved that Joe Ring put together a meeting of interested
stakeholders, including property owners, managers, University of Minnesota Police, student groups,
and the Minneapolis police to determine what actions can be taken to reduce the level of crime
surrounding the student housing complexes.

8. Valerie Wurster reported that the police department would have 35 more officers by July, and that the
police are aware of who the perpetrators are of many of the auto related crimes.

9. Joe reported that the St. Paul Planning Commission had unanimously approved the rezoning of the St.
Paul part of the land north of KSTP so that the JPI student housing proposal could proceed, over the
objection of the St. Anthony Park neighborhood group. Members were urged to contact the St. Paul
council members, mayors of St. Paul and Minneapolis to object to the rezoning.

10. Dean Lund moved that the issue of the central corridor light rail line be brought up for discussion at the
next meeting. Passed.

11. Dan Miller presented a Resolution Concerning the Disposition and Use of Minneapolis Park Land, and
moved its passage. The Resolution is attached hereto and part of these minutes. Passed.

12. Peggy Reito moved to adjourn.

Resolution Concerning the Disposition and Use of Minneapolis Park Land

WHEREAS, the City of Minneapolis park system is widely regarded as one of the best urban public park
systems in the country;

WHEREAS, the Trust for Public Land, a national authority on land conservation, described the Minneapolis
park system as “closest to park nirvana”;

WHEREAS, the success of the Minneapolis park system is the result of a long history and tradition of public
support and involvement;

WHEREAS, the city’s park system has been vital to the physical environmental, and social health of our
community;
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WHEREAS, the city’s park system has been vital to the physical, environmental, and social health of our
community;

WHEREAS, the expansion of urban development and scarcity of undeveloped land in Minneapolis further
demonstrates the value of current park lands;

WHEREAS, the Minneapolis Park and Recreation Board is charged with securing “the necessary land for
such a grand system of Parks and Boulevards as the natural situation offers.”

WHEREAS, the mission of the Minneapolis Park and Recreation Board is to, “permanently preserve, protect,
maintain, improve and enhance the City’s parkland and recreational opportunities.”

WHEREAS, the trade, sale, lease, change in use, or other disposition of public park land to non-park entities
is not consistent with the Park Board’s mandate and mission or the values embodied therein;

WHEREAS, past decisions regarding disposition and/or use of public park land have been made without
adequate public notice or hearing;

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Prospect Park East River Road Improvement Association
(PPERRIA) opposes the trade, sale, lease, change in use, or other disposition of public park land to non-park
entities;

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that PPERRIA requests that the Minneapolis Park and Recreation Board
provide written or electronic notice to every officially recognized neighborhood organization with the City of
Minneapolis of any proposal for the trade, sale, lease, change in use, or other disposition of park land before
the earlier of two dates: a) two weeks after the date in which the proposal was submitted to the Park Board or
b) six weeks before the proposal is to be voted on by the Park Board.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the president of PPERRIA is directed to transmit a certified copy of this
resolution to the Minneapolis Park and Recreation Board.
