As announced last fall, PPA moved board member elections to May in order to take advantage
of the first city-wide neighborhood organization election made available by Neighborhood
Community Relations (NCR). Participating in the city-wide election date will bring greater

attention to our neighborhood board election, giving more neighbors the opportunity to
participate as candidates and voters. The City of Minneapolis will help promote neighborhood
organization board member elections held on the city-wide date.
PPA Board unanimously passed a resolution, reviewed by PPA's legal counsel, to move our
regular Board of Directors election to May.

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Classes at Luxton

Over winter break, students at Luxton park participated in a two-day workshop with Kyra Nygard
where teens learned the creative process and techniques of scanography and collage making.
Using their scans and other papers, the students created square collages. The squares were
then scanned and turned into a “tessellation” or pattern by Kyra using Photoshop. This project
has been a part of an ongoing partnership between Luxton Park, Glendale residents and PPA
(with support from the Learning Dreams project).

Most grants
will be between $1,000 and $10,000 and will
be awarded to 501c3 and 501c4 organizations,
government agencies, and community groups and others with a fiscal agent.
