SAAG  Report 
 

The Stadium Area Advisory Group, which was established by the legislation approving 
funding for the University of Minnesota football stadium, has been working on guidelines for 
the use of the  $1.5 million Mitigation Fund established by that legislation.  It has established 
a Fund Management Committee of 5 members, three of which will be from the surrounding 
neighborhoods—Marcy-Holmes, Como and Prospect Park.  Members of the group will 
come from the greater SAAG members.  Prospect Park’s representative will be Steve 
Banks, with Dean Abrahamson serving as his alternate.
