Nine new murals coming to parks across Minneapolis this year! 

The Minneapolis Park and Recreation Board (MPRB) is excited to announce a public art 
project that will create nine new murals at park locations across Minneapolis this year!

This project was created to build awareness about Parks for All, the new MPRB 
Comprehensive Plan, and reduce the amount of tagging and vandalism in the park 
system. All mural concepts and sites were developed in collaboration with local artists 
and MPRB staff. 

The first mural is complete at the Lake Harriet Trolley Tunnel (see above by artist Jacqui 
Rosenbush). More murals will be painted this summer and fall, stay tuned for updates.
