PPERRIA EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE OBSERVATIONS ON

MCKINSEY REPORT

At the July, 2002 Board M ember -
ship Meeting, the subject of the
"McKinsey Report" came

up. Therewasinsufficient timeto
consider it then. It wasindicated
that the Executive Committee would
study thereport. If it found it nec-
essary, it would call an emergency
meeting for PPERRIA to consider
its position. The Executive Commit-
tee did study the matter. It decided
to adopt a position asthe Executive
Committeerather than calling an
emer gency member's meeting. The
following isthetext of theresolution
adopted by the PPERRI A Executive
Committee on August 12, 2002}

PPERRIA Executive Committee
Observations on McKinsey Report

The Executive Committee of the Pros-
pect Park East River Road Improve-
ment Association (PPERRIA) at its
meeting on April 12, 2002 discussed
the report of McKinsey & Company to
the City of Minneapolis. We believe
that:

(1) McKinsey & Company has per-
formed avaluable public service in
recommending the reorganization of
the city’ s devel opment functions.

(2) It is useful to declare for the city to
now set long term and intermediate
goas for the development of housing

and jobs. All involved city depart-
ments should be required to submit
regular reports on activities taken to
reach those goals.

(3) The city must take additional steps
to communicate and coordinate inter-
related functions of the city among
city departments and empl oyees.

(4) Consideration should be given to
whether a city manager would be
beneficia to coordinate city functions.

(5) Itisbad public policy to mix regu-
latory and promotion functions. For
that reason, we are opposed to the
merger in one department of any
building regulation and building de-
velopment activities of the city. We
believe there are alternatives that
promise a better result. Oneisto pro-
vide for the appointment within the
development offices of an advocate to
the regulatory offices to expedite pri-
ority projects.

(6) Zoning is a useful way to prospec-
tively determine the nature of city de-
velopment. Ordinarily, zoning deci-
sions should be respected so that any
zoning decisions that interfere with
any development are not overturned
on the request of any developer. A
possible standard for change is the
inability to anticipate material events.

(7) The NRP and the MCDA are mul-
tiple-jurisdictional agencies under
state law and not an instrumentality of
the city. Wefail to see advantages of
making those agencies “just” a depart-
ment of the city’ s government. How-
ever, we do think that the city must
exerciseitsinfluence over the NRP
and the MCDA so that they play a
prominent role in meeting the city’s
housing and jobs development goals.

(8) The actual role of the neighbor-
hoods in the new development process
seems inconsistent with an enhanced
role for neighborhoods in that process.

(9) We do not believe that a case has
been made for the merger of the city’s
Public Works Department into a
merged devel opment agency.

(20) Changes should be implemented
step-by-step so there is sufficient time
to evaluate as each step is compl eted.

These observations are solely those of
the PPERRIA Executive Commit-
tee. PPERRIA’s membership has not
yet seen let alone approved this state-
ment. No membership meetingis
scheduled before the City Council will
apparently act.

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REALLOCATING NRP FUNDS TO BE DISCUSSED &

VOTED ON

There will be a series of neighbor-
hood-wide meetings to be held this
fall/winter to discuss and vote on real -
locating NRP funds within the NRP
Action Plan. Currently, funds remain-
ing are approximately $550,000, most
of which is from the Housing Rede-
velopment section of the NRP Plan.
These funds were originally set aside
to attract housing investment from
developers for three primary sites
identified by the neighborhood:
Kampa Tire site, Watkins Trucking
site, and Unocal/Gopher Qil site. Cur-
rently, Hubbard Broadcasting owns
land from the former trucking site and
plans office development in the future
for its own corporation. Brighton De-
velopment has worked closdly with
the neighborhood and MCDA to de-
velop townhomes on both the other
sites. Building has begun on 4™ Street,

while the project on the Unocal site
will begin thisfall. Housing redevel-
opment goals having been met, there
remains approximately $518,000 in
the NRP Plan, which can be redistrib-
uted to other strategies within the Plan
or to new strategies identified and
agreed upon by the neighborhood.

Once meeting dates are set and publi-
cized, anyone who wishes to propose
ause for these funds may complete a
proposal form. These forms will be
available at various neighborhood out-
lets, such as Pratt Center and Tower
Grocery, or by calling NRP Imple-
mentation Coordinator Susan Gottlieb
at 331-2104. Any proposal must iden-
tify the amount of funds for transfer
and the strategy within the Plan to re-
ceive the money. At the first informa-
tional meeting in late October (date

TBA), all interested neighbors will
explain and discuss the merits of all
the proposals. Once the informational
meeting has been held, no further pro-
posals will be accepted, in order to
comply with NRP rules regarding re-
alocation of funds and sufficient no-
tice. All proposals will be publicized
widely, and a second neighborhood-
wide meeting will be held at |east 30
days later to vote on which proposal(s)
will receive funds. Once the vote has
occurred, the NRP has a number of
steps of approval to ensure adequate
attention is paid to use of these public
monies.

DETAILS:

Be sure all eligible trash is at your curb before 8:30 a.m. on Saturday, Sep.28™, 2002. (Each type of truck -
makes only one sweep down each street) Put each type of eligible trash in a separate pile, easily seen
from the street. (If you cover one type of trash with another type, the bottom trash may not be picked up.)

ELIGIBLE TRASH (What We Can Pick Up) How To Prepare This Trash

Concrete, concrete debris & paving debris Place in its own pile, easily seen from the street.

Scrap metal (steel, iron, aluminum, etc) Separate metais from any attached materials
like wood or concrete and place in their own pile.

Tires Place tires at the curb in their own pile.

Brush - tree branches, bushes, shrubs Stack brush at curbside.

Do NOT cover other types of trash with brush!
Burnable trash like carpeting, scrap wood. Place at curbside in their own pile.

Construction materials, shingles, sheetrock, etc. Place at curbside in their own pile WITH voucher
NOTE -> Call Solid Waste (673-2917) a week ahead to obtain a voucher and attach this to the material
we will transport to the Transfer Station.

Paint, aerosol cans, fluorescent light bulbs, Put in corrugated box for moving and
auto batteries, rechargeable batteries we will take to the Transfer station.
Rechargeabie hand held tools (Regular batteries can go into recycling, but we will take them as welli)

What we don’t want to pick up and - How you can dispose of these items

Recyclable items such as: Separate each of these recyclable materials
cans, glass, paper, plastic and put out for recycling

Appliances including refrigerators, washers, air conditioners, etc.
Attach a note: “For Solid Waste” and put these out .
with your regular trash on recycling day.

Large furniture including armchairs, couches, mattresses, box springs, etc.
Attach a note: “For Solid Waste” and put these-out .
with your regular trash.

Leaves and grass clippings Bag these up and put out on garbage pickup day.

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PROSPECT PARK BUCKTHORN REMOVAL PROJECT

Buckthorn was originally planted be-
cause it was atough, reliable land-
scape plant that adapted to avariety
of planting situations. Unfortunately,
buckthorn also adapted well to wet-
land and forested areas. Buckthorn
seeds on plants growing on residen-
tial property are eagerly eaten by
birds and then spread in their drop-
ping to our natural areas. In these ar-
eas it grows vigorously, smothering
out the native plants that provide food
and habitat for wildlife. The Prospect
Park East River Road Improvement
Association is again sponsoring a
buckthorn removal to help eliminate
thisinvasive plant from our commu-
nity.

This year, because the Neighborhood
Cleanup is being conducted in the
fall, we are combining the buckthorn
removal with the curbside pickup of
brush. This allows us to offer the
pickup at no cost to our residents.

Thisremoval is being sponsored by
the Landscaping and Garden Commit-
tee of the Prospect Park East River
Road Improvement Association using
funding from a USDA Forest Service
Grant for Woody Invasive Species
obtained through the Minneapolis
Park and Recreation Board. Aspen
Waste Systems is providing us with
trucks. NRG Processing Solutions,
LLC has agreed to dispose of the
brush for us at no charge.

In 2001, the University of Minnesota
Extension Service and the Minneapo-
lis Park and Recreation Board trained
Master Gardeners and neighborhood
volunteers to identify buckthorn, and
they surveyed private property visu-
ally from sidewalks and alleys. Wher-
ever buckthorn was identified, a door-
hanger was left that included informa-
tion about our project and how to take
part. Unfortunately, because surveys
could only be conducted from public

property, much of the buckthorn was
not visible to surveyors. If you re-
ceived a doorhanger and were unable
to remove your buckthorn during last
year'sremoval project, plantojoinin
this year for the free pickup. If you did
not receive a doorhanger but would
like to determine if there is buckthorn
on your property, call and request a
visit by avolunteer.

Please help us with this challenging
project by removing buckthorn from
your property. If you'd liketo joinin,
fill out and mail the form that is an
insert in this newsdletter.
